Papplewick Admissions Policy

Aims of this Policy

(i) To ensure compliance with the School’s charitable purpose as a school providing independent education for boys between the ages of 6 and 13.

(ii) To set admission criteria that is consistent with this charitable purpose and is fair to applicants.

(iii) To identify boys whose academic and other abilities appear to match the ethos and standards of the school and whose personal qualities suggest they have the potential to contribute sufficiently to the school community and benefit from the many opportunities that are offered here.
(iv) To ensure due regard is had to the school’s Equal Opportunities Policy
Admissions Timetable

Each year in September, the School writes to parents of boys already registered at Papplewick.  The letter asks parents to confirm that they wish their son to start at Papplewick the following September and to return a confirmation of entry fee.  Subject to any other criteria listed below, places are allocated in order of receipt of the confirmation of entry fee.

Criteria for Admission

(i) The applicant is of the appropriate age and sufficient maturity.

(ii) The applicant enjoys satisfactory general health.

(iii) The applicant’s learning difficulties and any other special needs (if any) can in the opinion of the Headmaster, be managed within the School’s normal provision, including the applicant becoming a boarder from the Summer Term of Year 6.

(iv) The applicant’s present school reports satisfactory attitudes and conduct on the part of the applicant.
(v) The applicant has the potential to contribute sufficiently to the school community, and to benefit from the many opportunities that are offered here.

(vi) A satisfactory informal interview with the Headmaster is conducted.

(vii) Factors which are not taken into account in the criteria for admission are the applicant’s skin colour, race, nationality or ethnic or national origin, or religious faith.
Waiting List
(i) If a particular year group is full, or the overall number of boys in the school is oversubscribed, the Registrar will place an applicant on a waiting list.

(ii) Should a place become available at a later date, the applicant will be contacted by the Registrar.
Responsibility for Admission

(i) The Headmaster is responsible for admissions and for the operation of this policy.

(ii) The criteria for admission is reviewed by the Headmaster annually.
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
